When the Flash is switched on and the Flash Readly Light turns red, flash will
be charged cnce. Flash will be released for the next phote.

If you don't wish to have flash for the next photo, please switch the Flash
Wheel to the "Off" position quickly before the Flash Ready Light turns red.
